On Veterans Day, November 11, 2014, the Town of Granite Falls dedicated a Veterans monument to honor all Veterans, living
or deceased, who have actively served in the U.S. Armed Forces, received an honorable discharge* and have connections to the
Granite Falls area. The monument was extremely well received by the community as over 400 Veterans’ names were inscribed
on the monument and over 900 residents attended the dedication ceremony.

The Town of Granite Falls will continue to accept applications for Veterans name inscriptions on the monument. The names will
be inscribed in phases and applications will be accepted through July 31% each year for the annual Veterans Day Ceremony.
Those names collected after July 31% each year will be inscribed on the monument walls the following year and recognized at
the next Veterans Day program.

Names will be engraved in the order that they are turned in, starting over each year after the July 31*" deadline.
